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'Lottery' loser wins  payout

A MAN has been awarded undisclosed damages after it was claimed he had lost a "lottery" at Cable and Metals Inter​national Ltd, in Wolverhampton. to choose who should be made redundant.
The firm said it had placed names in a hat to decide who should leave, but at an indus​trial tribunal Nicholas Chestney, consultant to the firm, claimed the lottery was a fairy-tale to hide their embarrassment when they got rid of Dale Robinson, aged 35, of Wolverhampton, because he was inefficient and unco-operative.

The chairman of the Birming​ham tribunal. Bernard Owen, said: "Criteria used to make redundancies should ... not be used just to get rid of someone you don't like."
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
