Until recently, the procedure for admission to advanced education for general medical practitionership in The Netherlands was as fol​lows. Among the many applicants (about 1600 for 260 vacancies in 1989) a lottery was conducted; the lucky applicants were entered into local selection procedures consisting of an interview by a panel of three doctors. A difficulty arose when one of the local panels decided that the interview provided insufficient grounds for selec​tion and subsequently installed a second lottery; the rejected
candidates sued the school and won, to the effect that they had to be admitted. This incident, and general dissatisfaction with the procedure, led to a phase of reconsideration. The present study was carried out in that context. In the present reporting, however, the focus is upon the theoretical question of whether subjects of allocation procedures prefer mixtures of principles over pure solutions.
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
